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VI. Insurance Requirements and Liability   

Each bidder or respondent to the RFP who may have employees, contractors, or agents working on Sumner 
County properties shall provide copies of current certificates for general and professional liability insurance and 
for workers' compensation of a minimum of $250,000. The owner or principal of each respondent must also be 
insured by workers' compensation if they perform any of the services on School System properties. There will be 
no exceptions to the insurance requirement.  

 

VII. Payment Terms 

Payment terms shall be specified in the bid response, including any discounts for early payment. All payments, 
unless agreed upon differently, will be after receipt of service or product and School System’s approval of 
conformance with specifications. The Sumner County Finance Department does not allow the practice of picking 
up checks in person

Sealed proposals will be accepted until May 30, 2018 @ 1:15 p.m. local time. Proposals received after that time
