INTERVENTION (RTI2)?  

Parents want to see their child excel, and it can be frustrating if a child falls 
behind in reading and math. Response to Instruction and Intervention (RTI2) 
is the practice of providing high quality instruction and intervention matched 
to a student’s needs. It involves the frequent monitoring of progress in order 
to make decisions about changes in instruction or goals. It also involves 
applying student response data to inform important educational decisions. 
 
What can I expect with RTI2?  

• RTI2 requires educators to focus on maximizing the learning of all  
students and to help struggling students improve skills in math and 
reading.  

• Academic  support will increase or decrease in intensity depending on  
the student
