NOTICE TO PROPOSERS 
 
There may be one or more amendments to this RFP.  In order to receive communication for any such amendments 
issued specifically to this RFP, the proposer must provide a Notice of Intent to Propose to the Sumner County Board of 
Education (SCS) Purchasing Department.  
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2. Requirements 
 
2.1. 
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Upon confirmation of an alarm from any initiation device, the following functions shall be performed without 
delay: 
 

1. All alarm signaling devices shall sound until silenced by an operator at the fire alarm panel or after ten 
(10) minutes of operation. Silencing signals shall not prevent the signals from sounding on a subsequent 
alarm. 

2. Display an alarm status on the alphanumeric display of the fire alarm panel and sound an audible signal 
at the panel. Signal shall sound until alarm is acknowledged by an operator. 

3. Shut down all required air handling units. All smoke dampers shall be closed, and the smoke removal 
system shall be activated. 

4. Cause doors held open electrically to close without time delay. 
5. Send signal to Owner’s designated monitoring system indicating an alarm condition via a Cellular Dialer.

5.1. Required Forms 

 
• Proposer must complete and submit the Attachments in Section 6.  Attachments may be omitted 

depending on the RFP requirements.  Refer to the Table of Contents for omitted Attachments. 
• Evidence of a valid State of Tennessee Business License and/or Sumner County Business License.   
• For all vendors with annual purchases in excess of $50,000; a Sumner County Business License must be 

on file with the SCS Finance Department.  Evidence of the license must be provided within ten (10) 
working days following notification of award; otherwise, SCS may rescind its acceptance of the 
Proposer’s proposal. 

• Copy of State of Tennessee License (if applicable) in respective field. 
• If applicable, the Proposer must include a copy of the contract(s) the Proposer will submit to be signed.

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5.3. Acknowledgement of Insurance Requirements 
 
By submitting a proposal, Proposer acknowledges that it has read and understands the insurance requirements 
for the proposal.  The Proposer who may have employees, contractors, subcontractors or agents working on 
SCS properties shall carry current certificates for general and professional liability insurance and for workers’ 
compensation as indicated below.  The owner or Principal of each Proposer must also be insured by workers’ 
compensation if they perform any of the services on SCS properties.  There wil
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The outside of the proposal package must be labeled as follows (if applicable) per T.C.A § 62-6-119: 
 

1. The name, license number, expiration date thereof, and license classification of the contractor applying 
to bid for the prime contract; 

2. The name, license number, expiration date thereof, and license classification of the contractor applying 
to bid for the masonry contract where the total cost of the materials and labor for the masonry portion 
of the construction project exceeds one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000); 

3. The name, license number, expiration date thereof, and license classification of the contractor applying 
to bid for the electrical, plumbing, heating, ventilation, or air conditioning contracts except when such 
contractor's portion of the construction project is less than twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000); 

4. For each vertical closed loop geothermal heating and cooling project, the company name, department 
of environment and conservation license number, classification (G, L or G,L) and the expiration date, 
except when the geothermal portion of the construction project is in an amount less than twenty-five 
thousand dollars ($25,000); 

5. Prime contractor bidders who are to perform the masonry portion of the construction project which 
exceeds one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000), materials and labor, the electrical, plumbing, 
heating, ventilation or air conditioning or the geothermal heating and cooling must be so designated; 
and 

6. Only one (1) contractor in each of the classifications listed above shall be written on the bid envelope. 
 
Failure of any bidder to furnish the required information shall void such bid and such bid shall not be 
considered. 
 

5.6. Delivery of Proposals 
 
Sealed proposals will be accepted until September 12, 2023 @ 10:30 am Local Time Proposals received after 
that time will be deemed invalid. Vendors mailing proposal packages must allow sufficient time to ensure 
receipt of their package by the time specified. SCS shall not accept proposals via electronic transmission such as 
email, fax, etc. There will be no exceptions. Proposals will be opened and read aloud. The reading of the bids 
will begin at 10:30 am Local Time. 
 
Due to the nature of deliveries to the SCS Support Services Facility by carriers such as UPS, FedEx and such like; 
the proposal package will be accepted if the date and time on the delivery confirmation are indicated to be on 
or before the Proposal Deadline.
