This solicitation document serves as the written determination of the SCS Purchasing Supervisor that the use of Competitive Sealed 
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NOTICE TO PROPOSERS 
 
There may be one or more amendments to this RFP.  In order to receive communication for any such amendments 
issued specifically to this RFP, the proposer must provide a Notice of Intent to Propose to the Sumner County Board of 
Education (SCS) Purchasing Department.  
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2. Requirements 
 
2.1. Scope of Work / Specifications 

 
Football Field 90,000 SF 

• Apply roundup on existing field to kill existing turf. For best results this needs to be completed 2- 3 
weeks before start of construction. 

• Locate and disconnect existing irrigation leaving Point of Connection, pump, and backflow in place. 
• Sod cut existing sod off the surface and stockpile for haul out. 
• Excavate and haul out sod spoils to be disposed of offsite. 
• Rough grade field to +- 1” of finished grade elevations shifting field “Crown” over approximately 7’ to 

center of field. Price does not include rock excavation. 
• Design build of fully automatic irrigation system with complete head-to-head coverage. New 

equipment to be provided including controller, electric valves, wiring, piping, swing joints and irrigation 
heads. Contractor to provide as built drawing of irrigation system after completion of system. Prior to 
construction provide irrigation design to owner for review. 

• Lasergrade surface to +- ½” of finish grade elevations and slopes. 
• Harley rake all disturbed areas to remove debris/rocks and prepare for sprig/sod installation. 
• Apply preplant fertilizer and pre-emergent weed control prior to sprig/sod installation. 
• Provide and install TiffTuff Tahoma sprigs to cover approximately 90,000 SF of surface. Area to be Sprig 

if ready before June 15. Provide an alternate price to sod approximately 90,000 SF with TiffTuff 
Tahoma. 

• Provide grow-in and maintenance for a period of 8 weeks. Includes 2 fertilizer applications and 2 weed 
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Qualifications: 
 

1. The Sports Field Contractor or subcontractor shall perform all required work with staff supervision 
and employees, using company equipment either owned, leased or rented. 
 

2. The Sports Field Contractor’s use of laser 
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3. Source Selection and Contract Award 
 

• Award(s), if made, will be made to the Responsive and Responsible proposer(s) whose proposal is most 
advantageous to SCS, taking into consideration price and the other evaluation criteria set forth in the RFP. 
 

o General Criteria to be determined “Responsive” 
 Does the proposal include all required information, included completed attachment forms 

and affidavits? 
 Was the proposal delivered on or before the stated deadline?  Did it include the required 

number of copies (hard & electronic)? 
 

o General Criteria to be determined “Responsible” 
 Does the Proposer demonstrate an understanding of SCSs needs and proposed approach to 

the project? 
 Does the Proposer possess the ability, capacity, skill and financial resources to provide the 

service? 
 Can the Proposer take upon itself the responsibilities set forth in the RFP and produce the 

required outcomes in a timely fashion? 
 Does the Proposer have the character, integrity, reputation, judgement, experience and 

efficiency required for the project? 
 

• SCS reserves the right to enter into discussions with Proposers which have submitted proposals determined 
to be reasonably like of being considered for selection to assure a full understanding of and responsiveness 
to the RFP requirements.  Every effort shall be afforded to assure fair and equal treatment with respect to 
the opportunity for discussion and/or revision of their respective proposals. 

 
• Upon mutual agreement by both parties, SCS shall grant the right to extend the terms, conditions and prices 

of contract(s) awarded from this RFP to other Institutions (such as State, Local and/or Public Agencies) who 
express an interest in participating in any contract that results from this RFP.  Each of the “piggyback” 
Institutions will issue their own purchasing documents for purchase of the goods/services.  Proposer agrees 
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5. Instructions for Proposal 
 
5.1. Required Forms 

 
• Proposer must complete and submit the Attachments in Section 6.  Attachments may be omitted 

depending on the RFP requirements.  Refer to the Table of Contents for omitted Attachments. 
• Evidence of a valid State of Tennessee Business License and/or Sumner County Business License.   
• For all vendors with annual purchases in excess of $50,000; a Sumner County Business License must be 

on file with the SCS Finance Department.  Evidence of the license must be provided within ten (10) 
working days following notification of award; otherwise, SCS may rescind its acceptance of the 
Proposer’s proposal. 

• Copy of State of Tennessee License (if applicable) in respective field. 
• If applicable, the Proposer must include a copy of the contract(s) the Proposer will submit to be signed.

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5.7. Evaluation of Proposals 
 
The SCS Purchasing Supervisor will first examine the proposals to reject those that are clearly non-responsive to 
the stated requirements.  Proposers who are determined to be non-responsive and/or non-responsible will be 
notified of this determination. 
 
The evaluation process will include the following factors: 

• Company Experience and Qualifications 
o The nature and scope of the Proposers business. 
o The number of years the Proposer has been licensed to do business. 
o The number of years the Proposer has been providing the requested services. 
o How many similarly sized or larger K-12 clients have you contract with? 

• Compensation/Price Data 
o Address all costs associated with performance of the contracted services. 

• Past Performance and References 
o Provided a minimum of three (3) client references for similar projects in size and scope successfully 

completed by Proposer within the last three (3) years. Attachment 6.3. 
o SCS may also consider other sources of pertinent past performance information, including the 

districts own experience with the Proposer. 
 

5.8. Request for Clarification of Proposals 
 

Requests for clarification of proposals shall be distributed by the Purchasing Supervisor in writing (or 
email). Any questions concerning the bid documents must be received by the Purchasing Supervisor no 
less than ninety-six (96) hours before the bid opening date. T.C.A. § 12-4-113 (b)
